Gosodwyd y ffi aelodaeth
flynyddol fel 2 swllt 6 cheiniog a chytunwyd y byddai aelodau
anrhydeddus yn talu mwy na 2 swllt 6 cheiniog.

Yng nghyfarfod cyntaf Pwyllgor y Llyfrgell, ar 28*" lonawr 1938,
cytunwyd i newid y llyfrgellydd bob mis neu ddau, ac y byddai'r
llyfrau ar gael rhwng 7pm ac 8pm bob nos Lun a rhwng 8pm a 9pm
bob nos lau. Fis Tachwedd 1938 roedd disgwyl i Sefydliad y Merched
orffen yn y brif ystafell erbyn 6 o'r gloch.

Byddai’r baddonau ar agor bob dydd Mercher i ferched, rhwng 2pm a
6pm, a bob dydd Sadwrn i ddynion, rhwng 2pm a 6pm. 6 cheiniog
oedd y gost, a dim ond aelodau cai defnyddio’r baddonau. Fis yn
ddiweddarach cafodd y gost ei lleihau i 3 ceiniog i aelodau a 6
cheiniog i bawb arall.

Cyfarfu Pwyllgor y Rheolau ar 7 Chwefror 1938, yn dilyn y cyfarfod

At the first meeting of the Memorial Hall’s committee following the
opening, the officials were elected as follows:

President: Mr R Richards MP
Vice president:  Rev. R P Hughes
Treasurer: Mrs G E Pearce
Librarian: Mr J | Morris
Secretary: Mr Wm Davies

The treasurer was given the right to open a bank account, namely
the “Llangynog Memorial Hall Maintenance Fund”, and the Library
Committee was appointed. It was unanimously agreed to purchase a
grand piano (for £35), as well as setting up the billiards table
immediately. The annual membership fee was set at 2/6 and it was
agreed that honorary members would pay more than 2/6.

At the first meeting of the Library Committee, on the 28" January
1938, it was agreed to change the librarian every month or two, and
that the books would be available between 7pm and 8pm every
Monday evening, and between 8pm and 9pm every Thursday evening.
In November 1938 it was expected for the Women’s Institute to have
finished in the main room by 6 o’clock

The baths were open every Wednesday for ladies, between 2pm and
6pm, and every Saturday for gentlemen, between 2pm and 6pm.

The cost was 6 pence, and only members could use the baths. The
cost was reduced a month later to 3 pence for members, and 6 pence
for everyone else. | wonder what happened in October 1942 to
necessitate displaying a sign that only men could use the baths on
two days, and only women could use the baths on two other days.

The Rules Committee met on the 7" of February 1938, further to

the meeting held on the 16" of June 1937. The following rules were

agreed:

o A party of singers, or a drama party, could hire the hall for
free (but pay for the light) if two thirds of the party members
were members of the Memorial Hall.

Oherwydd bod Cronfa Adeiladu’r Neuadd Goffa bron i £400 yn fyr o
gyrraedd y costau adeiladu fis Mawrth 1938, benthycwyd y swm hwn
gan Gyngor Cenedlaethol Gwasanaethau Cymdeithasol, fel
benthyciad di-log. Roedd llawer o bobl leol yn warantwyr i’r
benthyciad hwn.

Rhoddodd llawer o unigolion amrywiaeth o roddion i’r Neuadd Goffa
yn ystod y blynyddoedd cynnar, gan gynnwys; tebotau, llwyau,
dartiau, llyfrau, byrddau a pheintiadau. Rhestrwyd yr anrhegion hyn
yn y llyfr cofnodion, a diolchwyd i bob un a roddodd.

Ar 89 Medi 1938 trafodwyd p'un a fyddai'n briodol cael sinema g/n y
Neuadd Goffa. Cynhaliwyd 'Pictures’ yn y Neuadd nos Wener 6°
Rhagfyr 1940. Cynhaliwyd noson Vaudeville Cymraeg ar 21*" Hydref
1938, lle gwnaethpwyd elw o £14 7 swllt 3 ceiniog.

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° Every other committee would pay a shilling for hiring the hall,
and 2 pence for the light.
° The hall should not be hired on Thursday evenings without the

Committee’s special permission. Some members of the
committee were appointed as an emergency committee for
hiring the hall.

° A urinal would be placed outside the hall.

The Male Voice Choir requested to use the hall for free, but this
matter was postponed (4" March 1938). In December 1938 the Male
Voice Choir was given special hiring rates to practice for the
Christmas Eisteddfod.

As the Memorial Hall Building Fund was nearly £400 short of meeting
the building costs in March 1938, this amount was borrowed from
the National Council for Social Services, as an interest free loan.
Many local people acted as guarantors for this loan.

Many individuals gave a variety of gifts to the Memorial Hall during
the first few years, including; teapots, spoons, darts, books, tables,
paintings. These donations are listed in the minute book, as a vote
of thanks was given to each donor.

It was discussed on the 8" of September 1938 whether it would be
appropriate to have a cinema in the Memorial Hall. ‘Pictures’ were
held at the Hall on Friday 6" December 1940. A Welsh Vaudeville
evening was held on the 21** of October 1938, where a profit of £14
7 shillings 3 pence was made.

The following fees were agreed for hiring the piano:

In May 1945 thoughts once again turned to
keep fit and applications were made for
grants towards a tennis court and a
bowling green. It was much later that the

& also hoped to have a craft room and
estimates were invited for "heating

s was continually on-going and by now the
. railings needed painting and chippings
were bought to put down around the hall.

A rate rise from £5 to £19 was forced on
the Hall in 1945 because of the School
canteen. To counteract this, the education committee was asked to
pay three quarters of the rates as opposed to half this, but they
refused to do so.

It was also in 1945 that one person was refused membership of the
hall, no names are mentioned and no reason given for this decision.

By 1946 the hall was being let for one night a fortnight to ‘the
Hafren Mobile Cinema Company’ at the cost of £1 a night. Later on

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in the vear a letter was sent to the company regarding the standard
of films being shown. No mention is made of a reply but by 1947 ‘y
Sinema Fach Liwyngwril’ was hiring the hall at the same price.

Towards the end of 1947 the main aim was to install a heating
system and it was decided to transfer money from the projector
fund to the central heating installation fund and the architect was
asked to draw up plans for a boiler room, and an estimate of £264
was accepted from Mr David Evans, Ty Newydd, Penybontfawr.

The cost of hiring the piano was raised to 10 shillings to outsiders
and 5 shillings to locals, with charities paying 2 shillings and 6
pence. Anyone wishing to practice their piano playing for half an
hour had to pay 2 pence.

Ten years on from the opening, they were able to repay their debt
which amounted to £120, and were now in a position to think about
fencing out hall land and a fence was completed by November 1947.

Committee members continued to work hard at raising funds and a
bazaar organized by Mrs Pearce and Mrs Bonny raised £87 10 shillings
9 pence.

Could it be the bad winter weather that prompted the committee to
include storm damage on their building insurance? The building
value for insurance was now raised to £3,800 and the contents value
was raised to £700.

With the building of the boiler room it became necessary to take out
a loan of £200 from The National Council of Social Services and
surety had to be arranged.

It was decided to place a memorial stone under the window of the
new boiler house Mr D J Hill was asked to prepare the inscription
G.E.1939-1945 in memory of the only son of Llangynog who died in
the Second World War.

Heb ddylanwad ac ymdrech Mr Robert Richards (neu’r Athro Richards
fel y cyfeirir ato yn y cofnodion) nid yw’n sicr p’un a fyddai
Llangynog wedi llwyddo yn ei nod o adeiladu Neuadd Goffa. Unwaith
eto, diolchir iddo am ei haelioni wrth roi’r cerrig a’r llechi i
adeiladu’r ystafell boeler. Wrth gwrs, cafwyd rhoddion gan bobl
eraill i’r Neuadd yn gyson, gan gynnwys Mrs Bonny a roddodd set o
lestri swper ar yr achlysur hwn, a rhoddodd Mr JT Ellis o Fanceinion
lyfrau i’r llyfrgell. Hyd heddiw, bydd yr ystafell bwyllgor yn cael ei
alw’n llyfrgell, er bod y llyfrau wedi hen diflannu.

Hefyd ym 1947 gwelir am y tro cyntaf y syniad o ofyn i arlwywyr
baratoi’r bwyd ar gyfer Swper y Neuadd, ond yn anffodus byddai’r
dasg yn aros yn gyfrifoldeb i ferched y pwyllgor am nifer o
flynyddoedd pellach.

Ym 1948 roedd cais y pwyllgor am grant oddi wrth Ymddiriedolaeth
Carnegie yn llwyddiannus, a chawsant £200 a’u galluogodd i dalu
£293 19 swllt i Mr David Evans am adeiladau’r ystafell boeler.

Yn sgil cynhesu’r neuadd, roedd y pwyllgor yn wynebu problemau
newydd, sef sut i godi am hyn. Rhoddwyd dewis i’r sinema deithiol o
dalu £1 heb wres ynteu £1 10 swllt gyda gwres.

Hefyd ym 1948 ceir y cyfeiriad cyntaf at gysylltiad Clwb Pél-droed
Llangynog a’r neuadd, pan wnaethant ofyn am logi’r llwyfan ar gyfer
gyrfa chwist am 3 swllt. Ys gwn i sawl bwrdd gwnaethant lwyddo i
gael ar y llwyfan? Flwyddyn yn ddiweddarach, gwnaethant ofyn am
ddefnyddio’r neuadd fel ystafelloedd ymolchi ac ystafelloedd newid.
Penderfynwyd y gallasant ddefnyddio’r gegin a’r ystafelloedd ymolchi
am 3 swllt y tro. Oherwydd y gwaith ychwanegol hwn, cafodd y
gofalwr godiad cyflog, a derbyn £1 5 swllt yr wythnos. Mae’n siwr
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When Pen Nebo chapel Penybontfawr asked to borrow some chairs
for their drama evening it was unanimously decided to make it a
rule that chairs should not be taken out of the hall.

Without the driving force of Mr Robert Richards (or as he was
referred to in the minutes, Prof Richards) it is questionable whether
or not Llangynog would have achieved their aim of building a
Memorial Hall. Once again he is thanked for his generosity in
donating the stone and the slates to build the boiler house. Of
course there were others who constantly donated items to the Hall
one of which was Mrs Bonny who on this occasion donated a dinner
set and Mr J T Ellis of Manchester donated books to the library, to
this day the committee room is still called the library even though
the books have long gone.

It was also in 1947 that we first come across the idea of asking
caterers to prepare the food for the Hall Supper, but unfortunately
for the ladies of the committee the task was to remain theirs for
quite a few more years.

In 1948 the committee was successful in their application for a grant
from The Carnegie Trust and received £200 which enabled them to
pay Mr David Evans £293 19 shillings for building the boiler house.

With heating in the hall the committee faced new problems, how
much to charge, and the travelling cinema had a choice of paying £1
without heating or £1 10 shillings with heating.

It was also in 1948 that we first hear of Llangynog Football Club's
association with the hall and they ask to hire the stage for a whist
drive at a cost of 3 shillings. One wonders how many tables they
managed to get on the stage. The following year they ask if they
could use the hall as washrooms and changing rooms, it was decided
that they could use the kitchen and bathrooms at a charge of 3
shillings a time. The extra work meant that the caretaker had a
wage rise and now got paid £1 5 shillings a week. Environmental

Some of the committee meetings were held on Saturday evenings
and it was at one of these meetings on March 18" 1950 that the
members congratulated the chairman on his re-election as Member
of Parliament for Wrexham.

Another successful grant application of £300 from the
Montgomeryshire Welsh Church Fund enabled the committee to
repay the sum of £170 to the National Council of Social Services

A vote of sympathy was expressed to Mr Robert Richards on the
death of his wife who had been a faithful and hardworking member
of the committee since the beginning.

The secretary notified the committee of his wishes to resign, a vote
of confidence in his work was passed and the secretary asked to
reconsider, this pattern was to be followed for a good number of
years.

1951 was to be a busy year, as the idea of a Memorial Garden was
put forward and Mr Andrews of Powys Castle was asked to design the
garden. The official opening was set for July 28™ with the local
drama company asked to perform their new drama that evening. Mr
W R Griffiths was asked to look after the memorial garden for doing
so he got paid £2 an year. A public seat was placed on hall grounds

Yet another hardworking member of the committee passed away and
sympathy was expressed to the family of the late Mr R P Jones.

It was by now time to update the lighting and MANWEB was asked to
install five fluorescent lights in the main hall, tidy up the wiring and
place an electric boiler in the kitchen, all for £50.

As the 1956 Powys Eisteddfod, which was to be held at Glyn Ceiriog,
approached, the choir asked if they could use the hall for practices
on Wednesday and Sunday evenings, this was agreed but specific
times were given Wednesday 8.30pm - 9.30pm and Sunday 8.00pm -
9.30pm, and the choir was asked to respect this time rule.

Ebenezer chapel asked if they could bring their own piano into the
Hall for their concert in December, unless the committee could
guarantee that the hall piano was in a satisfactory condition for
both the singers and the audience. The committee would not allow
this under any circumstances and informed the chapel that £2 15
shillings had been spent on tuning and repairs to the piano during
that year (1958) this work was carried out by Cranes of Wrexham.
Two years later plans were made to buy a new piano.

It was passed to put the wording "LADIES” and "GENTS" on the
lavatory doors. It make one wonder what notices were on the doors
before. Accounts of 1958 showed £222 0 shillings and seven and a
half pence in hand; this is the first amount recorded in the minutes
and it must have pleased the committee.

The committee would now go ahead with further improvement plans
and decided to apply to The Montgomeryshire Welsh Church Fund
Committee for a grant and also from the Llanrhaeadr & District
Nursing Association.

In 1963 they once again wanted to hire the hall on a weekly
basis to hold classes but due to lack of interest and support these
were cancelled.

The committee now set their minds to tidy the grounds outside the
hall and arrangements were made to erect new diamond fencing, to
put gravel from "Hen Waith™ around the hall. Grants for
improvements were available from the education authority and it
was agreed to transform some of the hall grounds into a car park.
The secretary secured a grant of £100, or half the cost if less than
this, towards the work from the Montgomeryshire Welsh Church
Fund and Mr T Jones Tegfan's estimate of £179 10 shillings was
accepted. As was customary in those days the painting of the outside
would be done voluntarily under the watchful eye of Mr. David Evans
and volunteers were recruited at the hall supper. The boundaries
were also discussed in 1962 and the Playing Field Committee were
given time to look into the matter of right of way to the playing
field and they contacted Mr Havard Rees about this matter, but it
wasn't until 1967 that the committee eventually gave the playing
field committee permission to have a right of way to the field
through hall grounds.

By 1962, 13 year olds were allowed in to whist drives, up until then
vou had to be 14 to attend, the young people of The Aelwyd were
encouraged by this relaxation in the rules and asked if they could
hold a Twmpath in the hall. They were given permission, but the
following rules applied:

1. The Twmpath would have to finish by 11:30p.m.
2. There was to be appropriate behaviour in the hall.
3. Only Welsh Folk Dancing was allowed.

4. The caretaker would have to be acknowledged.

5. The matter would be reviewed from time to time.

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In 1967 the Aelwyd asked if they could hire the hall on a weekly
basis at a reduced rate of 25 shillings per evening as opposed to 28
shillings. The concession asked for could not be granted and
conditions for hire were as follows:

1. The committee would have to be informed of the names of the
supervisors and one or more of the supervisors needed to be
present at all times.

2. The use of the large billiard table was excluded from any
agreement made.

3. Hall would be available from 6 30pm to 9.30pm on Monday
evenings.

4. Use of the Hall was confined to members of the Aelwyd.

Yet more bad news for the Aelwyd, no more bookings for Twmpaths
were to be taken “as the behaviour of some young people at these
functions was not up to the standard required for the Memorial Hall"

Llanfyllin council informed the committee that the rates were
reduced to a quarter and a letter from The Midland Bank Executor
and Trustee Company informed them that Robert Richard's Annuity
would be paid in full without deducting tax. Was it this extra money
that led to the caretakers wage rise from £65 an year to £78 an
year?

The hall was always receiving gifts and donations and Miss
Westbrook donated a tablecloth and Mrs Trevor Jones presented the
hall with half a tea set. It was decided to charge for breakages at
the rate of 1 shilling each for cups, saucers and plates and 2 shillings
and 6 pence for the loss of a spoon; no mention is made of knives
and forks.

Annual accounts for 1961 showed a substantial profit. In 1962 it is
stated that there was a substantial amount in hand, but by 1963 the
accounts showed a loss of £80. This prompted the committee to

by a third. The price increase would come into effect on January 1°
1965 the previous increase was in November 1955. The accounts of
1964 showed a profit of just over £5 and the following year a profit
of £78. The 1966 balances in hand did not agree with the
corresponding balances in the bank accounts and therefore the
treasurer was authorised to adjust the Hall accounts by writing in 3
pence and a half to the maintenance account and one halfpenny to
the projector fund account. The latter account was later changed to
Llangynog Memorial Hall Deposit Account.

A letter of resignation was received from the treasurer Mrs Pearce
and once again the committee managed to persuade her to stay on
for another year. Mrs. Pearce was also thanked for her all efforts to
raise money to buy cutlery for the hall, the monies left over was
transferred to the hall’s account. Penuel Chapel asked if they could
borrow the cutlery for use at their monthly meeting this they were
allowed to do. Following the death of Miss L. Westbrook, an
honorary member, the Hall received £50 from her estate. Her sister
Miss S. Westbrook was asked to take her place and she accepted. She
later donated 8 Volumes of Harmsworth Encyclopaedia to the hall
library.

The children’s committee enquired about hiring the hall, they were
allowed to hire the hall for a trial period of 1 month at a cost of 10
shillings a time. This charge included lighting, heating and the
piano.

By the mid Sixties there was no further need for the baths as most
homes now had their own facilities and it was decided to sell one of
the baths and use the room for storage. The bath and washbasin was
sold for £1.

Sixty new chairs were put on order from the Biddulph Industries Ltd
of Llysfaen, they were to be tubular steel with rubber seats and
would be delivered within 6 weeks.

Gwahoddwyd aelodau anrhydeddus i swper y neuadd, ac i yrfa chwist
a gynhaliwyd i godi arian. Anfonodd yr aelodau anrhydeddus
llythyrau yn difaru na fyddent yn gallu mynychu, ond yn amgau
rhoddion sylweddol at gronfa’r neuadd. Dwy o wobrau’r raffl yn yr
yrfa chwist hon oedd bond premiwm £1 a dwy alwyn o betrol, sy’n
dangos dipyn yn fwy o ddychymyg na’r botel o win diarhebol a geir
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The secretary and treasurer resign once again and it is decided to
call a special meeting of the committee to discuss the matter. After
offering the posts to various members without any luck it was
decided to call a general meeting of all hall members and it is
following this meeting held on June 26" 1967 that the language of
the meetings change and minutes were to be taken in English from
now on. The new treasurer was keen to make his mark and informed
the committee that the present system of nominating persons onto
the management committee was not in accordance with the terms
laid down in the deed of trust. He went on to give a detailed
account of the hall finances for the year ending December 1967.
Even though there had been a substantial increase in remunerations
from annual subscriptions, game s and the sale of crisps, pop etc.
the balance at the end of the year was considerably less than that of
the previous year. The main reason for this was the expenditure on
the car park £199 10 shillings, and 60 new chairs at a cost of £103,
plus the increase in expenditure on fuel and lighting. He concluded
by saying that in his opinion the sum of £200 now in the bank was
not a very satisfactory amount.

Mr & Mrs. Davies School House were elected honorary members and
a collection of £36 5 shillings was made for Mr. Davies who had been
secretary for nearly 30 years. A presentation was to be made to him
on August 4™ 1967, the ladies of the committee to provide light
refreshments and Mrs. Pearce to make a speech on behalf of the
lady members and Mr. Edward Evans to make a speech on behalf of
the men and also to make the presentation. Mrs. Pearce was also
presented with a gift at the annual Hall supper in1968.The 1967 hall
supper was cancelled due to the foot and mouth epidemic and it was
re-arranged for February 2™ 1968.

Honorary members were invited to the hall supper and to a whist
drive that was held to raise funds. The honorary members sent
letters of regret at not being able to attend the supper, but
enclosed substantial donations to hall funds. Two of the draw prizes
at this whist drive were a £1 Premium Bond and 2 gallons of petrol,

Roedd pryderon unwaith eto ynghylch gweithredoedd y neuadd, ac
awgrymodd y Comisiwn Elusennau y dylid llunio gweithredoedd
newydd.

There was concern yet again about hall deeds and the Charity
Commission suggested that new deeds should be drawn up, the
committee agreed to leave the work to the treasurer Mr. A. W.
Robinson, but any new clauses would be subject to the agreement of
the committee. By March 1968 a copy had been sent to the Charity
Commission for their comments.

The education authority quoted a price of £15 for painting the
library, but felt it unwise to paint the room until it was made damp
proof. The committee was also informed of the presence of
woodworm in the bookcases in the library this was to be treated
with Rentokil as soon as possible owing to the amount of wood
forming parts of the hall building.
